Hole In One fits, perfectly, this breeding philosophy with his EX90 dam (Dixellen Design) giving 51,593kg of milk at +5.18% fat and +3.81% protein in 5 lactations. His grand dam (Sunny Boy) gave 76,527kg of milk at +4.95% fat and +3.78% protein in 8 lactations and his great grand dam (Tops Monitor Legend) gave 103,375kg of milk at +4.63% fat and +3.63% protein in 12 lactations. 
With his outcross pedigree, Hole In One can often be recommended, as he will not increase the risk of inbreeding.

Hole In One has a first production proof based on 332 daughters in 212 herds showing +253kg of milk and +19.7kg (+0.13%) of fat and +14.1kg (+0.08%) of protein and a low somatic cell count score of -5.

And his 'no holes’ linear offers strong frames, with excellent udders and legs and feet giving him +2.13 for Type Merit and +2.31 for Mammary score.
