The daughters of the leading sire Delta Paramount continue to impress. Two fantastic second lactation daughters are achieving phenomenal production. Both cows gave over 11,000kgs of milk in 305 days as two-year-olds and calved for the second time within the year.

Bonnie 50 
Bonnie 50 VG86-2yr, is 264 days into her second lactation and now projected to 2.11 305d 13,762kg M 3.40% 3.32% P 125LV and still giving 43kgs/day.

Albert Koeleman is very pleased with their Paramount daughter Bonnie 30: “She’s the perfect cow and fits well in our system. She produces a lot of milk with an attractive protein percentage and has a super udder and great feet and legs. In our operation, we milk 120 cows through a robotic milker and she has never been on the attention list. She has a quiet disposition and is always hard working: eating, laying down and chewing the cud. She enters the robot all by herself four times a day, which is the maximum number of times a cow can be milked. Of course the management needs to be of a high standard to look after these kind of cows, but she does it easily. So you won’t be surprised that we are using Paramount again”.

Mirjam 51 
Mirjam 51 VG87-2yr, is 205 days into her second lactation with a projected 305-day production of 3.01 13,635kg M 3.60% F 3.12% P 122LV. She is still giving 44kgs/day.
Mark Scholman says about their Paramount daughter Mirjam 51. “She is a trouble-free cow and has a very pleasant temperament. She never gets nervous when there is any disturbance in the barn and just stays in her cubicle laying down quietly chewing the cud. She goes into the robotic milker all by herself and we never have to chase her in. She is really something special.” As a two-year-old Mirjam 51 gave 2.01 305d 11,216kg M 3.65% F 3.17% P 117LV, and calved for the second time within the year. “Actually her calving interval was too short. We had trouble drying her off as she is such a persistent producer. This time her calving interval is going to be longer. She calved at the end of October and was served at the beginning of February. I never saw her in heat before that, but she held to first service and is still giving around 45kgs of milk now. I don’t mind longer calving intervals when you’ve got cows like Mirjam 51, who are producing with such extreme persistency. We are using Paramount again, but are protecting him a little for components. With Mirjam 51 we don’t have problems with a too close rear teat placement, but seeing Paramount’s linears, we are paying some attention to that trait in the mating too.”
